(2) For the content, footnotes, and bibliography, writers: 1.5 inch for the left
margin, and one inch for the top, bottom, and right margins.

(3) 12 point Times New Romans or Arrus BT and fixed line height 21 points for
spacing on white A-4 paper of standard weight.

(4) Use standard punctuation, and leave one space between the end of a
sentence and the beginning of the ensuing one.

(5) Each article is not to exceed 20,000 words or 20 typed pages in total length.
