D. Figures and Tables

1) Positioning Figures and Tables: Place figures and
tables at the top and bottom of columns.

Figures must be high-quality graphics, line drawings, or
black-and-white photographs, with the axes, curves,
components, equipment, or other items of interest clearly
labeled. Figures must be designed to fit one- or two-column
widths. Each figure must have a descriptive caption that is
placed at the bottom of the figure. Use words rather than
symbols or abbreviations when writing Figure axis labels to
avoid confusing the reader. As an example, write the quantity
“Magnetization”, or “Magnetization, M”, not just “M”. If
including units in the label, present them within parentheses.
Do not label axes only with units.
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The preferred spelling of the word “acknowledgment” in
America is without an “e¢” after the “g”. Avoid the stilted
expression, “One of us (R. B. G.) thanks . . .”

Refer simply to the reference number, as in [3]—do not use
“Ref. [3]” or “reference [3]” except at the beginning of a
sentence: “Reference [3] was the first ...”

Number footnotes separately in superscripts. Place the
actual footnote at the bottom of the column in which it was
cited. Do not put footnotes in the reference list. Use letters for
table footnotes.

Unless there are six authors or more give all authors’ names;
do not use “et al.”. Papers that have not been published, even if
they have been submitted for publication, should be cited as
“unpublished” [4]. Papers that have been accepted for

publication should be cited as “in press” [5]. Capitalize only g/? ’
the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and -~
element symbols.

For papers published in translation journals, please give the
English citation first, followed by the original foreign-language
citation [6].
