IBCMS: Origin and Purpose

The 2014 International Biennial Conference of Museum Studies (IBCMS) bridges this
conference program into its second decade under the theme “Restoration and Rejuvenation
of Cultural and Natural Heritage: A Museological Perspective” . Regularly attracting some 500
museum studies researchers, educators, professionals and collaborators, this major biennial
academic gathering for the international museum community explores new potentials and
possibilities in discussions on the theory and practice of museography and museology. By
fostering active relationships with museum studies communities overseas, we hope to
encourage constructive debate and dialogue essential to enhancing domestic museum studies

research capabilities.
Papers and documents from the previous five IBCMS conferences are now available in a
series of books, using the conferences’ respective themes as title: “Museums, Knowledge

Building, and Modernity” , “Museum Creation” , “Culture and Science in Museum
Collections” , “The Aesthetics of Museum Exhibits” , and “Beyond Museum Education and .
Learning” . "Restoration and Rejuvenation of Cultural and Natural Heritage: A Museological

Perspective” will be the theme of 6th biennial conference and the focus of international
academic discussion in 2014.

The advent of the fields of museum and cultural heritage studies and social sciences’
reinvention of material culture studies during the 1980s have made these fields today social
sui generis, in the context of Emile Durkheim.

The natural and cultural “heritage” collected by museums comprise exclusive artefacts
already appraised as having specific value or meaning. The value and re-presentation of such
natural and cultural heritage rely heavily on historical / traditional perspectives.

In exploring the nature of cultural heritage, an emphasis on historic sites and architecture
as embodied by the “world heritage” concept is no longer adequate. In 2004, the UNESCO
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Convention for the Preservation of Intangible Cultural Heritage expanded the definition of
cultural heritage to include “intangibles” in the five realms of oral tradition (including
transmission languages); performing arts; social practices, rituals, and festival events;
knowledge and practices concerning nature and the universe; and knowledge and skills
related to making traditional crafts. The clear limits to the concept of knowledge defined by
the convention have encouraged museum administrators and others to reconsider the future
essence of museums. This and other developments have encouraged reconsideration of the
nature of museums in light of cultural content and cultural heritage.

Interpretation and communication of museum approaches to collection, exhibitiib,
education help frame the issue of whether museum objects and cultural heritage are treated
as either cultural relics or scientific specimens. This, in turn, helps determine whether their
meaning and value is antotelic (having innate purpose) or exotelic (having purpose in the
context of some external objective) on the way to eliciting the raison d* étre of natural and
cultural heritage in museums.

Conference Theme & Topics

The organizers look forward to receiving paper submissions from those exploring the
nature of museums and cultural heritage as well as from those that have given their collections
or objects agency to imbue in them unique value and meaning as reproduced cultural
resources. The scope of submitted papers should meet one or more of the following theme
topics.

IFrhe Role of Museums in Preserving and Rehabilitating Heritage Resourceé

This subtheme explores: the roles of museums in collecting, preserving and rehabilitating
heritage resources of various formats (tangible, intangible, and digital); approaches that
museums take to incorporate natural and cultural heritage, and principles and practice related
to these approaches; the different perspectives on objects and preservation under dissimilar
culture and context; such as whether the concept of intangible cultural heritage go beyond the
limit and confines of museums.

The Display and Interpretation of "Musealized” Heritage

This subtheme addresses the concepts, procedures and systems of interpretation and
representation of heritage when entering into the museum context. This includes: the
relationships between individual / collective collection-related knowledge / behavioral
preferences and museum formation; curation concepts, methods and procedures of natural




objects and artifacts; and the theory and practice of different types and models of heritage
interpretation.

Heritage Education: Theories and Practice

This subtheme explores the various types / modalities of heritage-education methods and
practice, with particular emphases on issues on the diversity of natural and cultural heritage,
community participation and cultural democratic rights promoted by museums, and heritage
management and education.

Heri’tage Mana_gemént and Politics

This subtheme explores the management of natural and cultural heritage objects and sites
in the context of cultural politics and government policy. Further issues addressed include how
heritage and collective memories are formed and how heritage may best be reinvigorated and
developed in the future.

Afthitecturé and Culturai ngitvég;e";

This subtheme explores concepts and practices of the “musealization” of architectures,
including the preservation and rehabilitation of heritage architecture, historical site
preservation and site improvement / beautification, and the role of architecture in the realm of
digital cultural heritage.

Academlc Research & Soaal Practlce on useums_.”,,nd Hentag:w Resource

There is a rapld growth in hentage resource-related academic research in recent years,
which also reflects the current trends & developments related to heritage-resource theory
formation and social practice. This subtheme encourages critical research into the formative
process of heritage concepts and contemporary heritage-research theories and practices, with
special emphasis on the correlations between the theory & practice of museums and heritage.

2. All abstracts will be sent to scholars and experts, selected by committee, for review and
selection. Submitters will be notified of the outcome by May 11th, 2014 via email and
conference website announcement.

3. Presenters whose abstracts are accepted should send in the complete paper by September
19th, 2014. submitters should declare that he/she is the author of the submitted paper
which has not been published elsewhere in its present form. Organizers will not provide
additional royalties.

4. Authors will be ask to submit papers with no more than 20,000 words in length in Chinese;
or between 8,000 to 10,000 words in length for English. Please use the conference template
with styles given to format the document:
