teachers, students and those who work in cultural and educational institutions

relating to our issue will take priority once the registration exceeds the limitation.

There are two keynote speeches in IBCMS 2014. For the first day, Anthony Shelton,
Director of the Museum of Anthropology, the University of British Columbia, will talk
about “Entangled Agencies: Museums as Cultural Generators,” examining how
philosophies of preservation and creativity have been mediated and suggest some of

their implications and potential contributions for the wider museum movement.



On the second day, Eric Dorfman, President of the International Council of Museums
Committee for Museums and Collections of Natural History, will discuss about “Who
owns history? Diverse Perspectives on Curating an Ancient Egyptian Kestrel”, which
reconsiders the phenomenon that many modern museums are still tacit paradigms
for which curatorial specializations will dictate an inherent approach. That approach
is transmitted to the visitor through interpretation. It is not, however, an objective
storytelling, despite the apparent objectivity with which the material is presented.

There are 42 papers under the four topics including Cultural Politics of Conservation,
Safeguarding for Intangible Cultural Heritage, Landscapes of Musealized Heritage,
and Social Connection and Education. Besides the scholars, museum practitionors
and research students of museology, cultural heritage, and architecture in Taiwan,
presenters/speakers from Korea, China, Singapore, Philippine, India and United
Kingdom will offer diverse perspectives from different cultural contexts in IBCMS
2014.
